EDITO

from four outings... netted €56,000 in purses! Yes,
you have read that correctly. In the early part of this
century, the Qatar Arabian World Cup (Grl PA) had
yet to come into existence. And only one or two PA
horses thoroughbreds managed to exceed €50,000
inearnings during the course of asingle French season.
As things stand currently, there has been a big hike
(which can be multiplied ten or even 15 times) in this
figure. Consequently, the most lucrative earner can
amass in excess of €500,000 on the French circuit,
which doesn't take into account international winnings
which have continued on an upward trajectory.

So Dahess, having translated his success globally, was
among the very first PA globetrotters. This is more
or less the norm relative to the elite PA performers
nowadays. Lastly, and relative to his stud carer,
Dahess was the first PA sire to be bred to extensive
books of mares around the world, ranging from the
Russian Federationto the US (although Dormane was
covering annual books of over 120 mares in France a
few years earlier).

From every perspective, Dahess is very much a
forerunner in the history of racing and breeding. |
still recall the day when | set eyes on him for the first
time, when the horse was on the cusp of embarking
on his stud career. Dahess had never been seen on a
racecourse in France. And in the cold light of winter, a
sizeable number of breeders from the South-West of
France had gathered, and were getting a glimpse of a
horse, already a proven star, in the flesh. He became
a legend over time... and the tribute we are paying to
him, now that he has passed away, is a measure of just
how far PA horses have come.

Enfin, au
haras, Dahess a été le premier & saillir beaucoup &
travers le monde de la Russie aux Etats-Unis (méme
si en France Dormane avait déja dépassé les 120
juments par an quelques années auparavant).

Al Shaqab Racing has announced the death
of Dahess (Amer),achampionontheracecourseanda
highly influential PA stallion,on September 5t".He has
leftanindelible mark on Purebred Arabianracing as his
considerableimpact canbe measuredinternationally.
Bornin 1999, Dahess distinguished himself in terms
of hisspeed and class, havingwon seven Grl PAraces
split between Europe and the Middle East, and which
elevated him to international stardom. Dahess went
on to become an influential and recognised stallion,
and his impact continues to be felt as a sire’s sire
and as a dam’s sire. Furthermore, his offspring have
made theirmark onracecourses around the world. He
numbered the outstanding Al Mourtajez (Dahess),
who twice topped the PA world rankings, among his
progeny. Dahessis also the paternal grandsire of the
the world’s current top PA performer, Al Ghadeer (Al
Mourtajez).

an exceptional career on the racecourse. As he won
28races, between the ages of four and eight, including
three editions of the Zaabeel International Stakes
(Gr1 PA) in Britain, and both the Qatar International
Trophy (Doha) and the Malazgirt Trophy (Istanbul).
Versatile distance wise, he won over trips ranging from
1,200mto2,000m. Albande Mieulle, histrainer,chimed:
“He won the most races among all the horses that I've
trained. He beganwith adebut winin Qatar. Dahess was
among the first crops by Amer to reach the racecourse
[editor’s note :Nizam, by way of example, was born a
year earlier]. Blessed with speed, he proved capable of
winning over sprint trips. He was certainly at his best
over distances between 1,600m and 2,000m, but
was still capable of going longer distance wise. A very
straight forwardride, andpractical withit, he possessed
an excellent temperament. He would have been any
trainer’s dream. Eric Ventrou looked after him on a
daily basis and they travelled the world, together, with
Grossetoto AbuDhabiamong the stop offs. Dahess was
bothvery healthy physically and mentally. However, he
was also very tough. His mindset and kind nature made
himthe perfect horse whenit came to travelling.

In
common with his sire Amer, Dahess imparted speed to
French mares which had classic distance credentials.”

Givingrise to a historic sale

Jean-Pierre Deroubaix bought Dahess for one of
his clients at the Argana PA sale at Saint-Cloud
in October 2007. The horse was an 8-year-old at
the time, and his track record was exceptional. The
hammer fell at €1.05 million on this occasion. In all
probability, he’s the most expensive PA horse ever
to be sold at public auction. The bloodstock agent
recalls: “There was a bit of alove affair with this horse.
As sometimes you can get attached to a particular
horse. I've seen him race all over the world. He was
different in so many ways compared to other horses,
on account of his deportment and his charismatic
nature. He had the looks to match his exceptional
temperament. He travelled the world with Eric
Ventrou.lremember his jockey confessing that he had
merely been apassenger following one of his victories
in Istanbul: as the horse was fully conversant with
what he had to do during a race. As, in the straight,
the horse shifted out for his run, on his own volition,

He
formed apartnership which was intent on buying the
horse. However, on the day of the sale, his chauffeur
gotlost and, as Dahess entered thering, Slim Chiboub
was nowhere to be seen. So panic set in. The bidding
began but we managed to register our bids over the
phone. The million euro mark was reached, before it
went silent for a bit over phone. As Eric Hoyeau went
into silent mode. | was subsequently instructed to
make a further bid of €50,000 in the interim, and so
the horse was eventually acquired for €1.05 million.
Slim Chiboub made his grand entrance at the sale just
as the hammer was falling. Dahess had an entry at
Istanbul, and the owner flew out there the day after
the sale. Only for the horse to suffer defeat after
finishing second. It proved to the horse’s swansong
appearance on the racecourse.”

When politics rears its head

Based in France, Dahess began his stallion career
in 2008. Jean-Pierre Deroubaix added: “I told his
owner that he had to draw on the example of what
happenedin English thoroughbredracing by allowing
the stallion to cover plenty of mares. This wasn’t
the norm with PA horses at the time. So the initial
covering fee of Dahess was very affordable — despite
the fact that he had topped the world rankings in
that particular year. He covered a book of 125 mares
in his first season at stud, having been bred to mares
hailing from Russia and the US, plus those from
France, Poland and the Gulf States. Right from the
outset, heproducedalot of winners and subsequently
his stallion career took off. Clearly, the numbers
played a part in his success story, but his durability
over time in terms of producing results was down to
the fact that he was a very good stallion. It’s a great
story.” During the Tunisian Jasmine’ Revolutioninthe
winter of 2010-2011, Slim Chiboub was forced into
exile, and without the means of paying the upkeep
of hisracehorses. In addition to his PA horses, he also
owned English thoroughbredssuch asthe Gr2 Prixde
Royallieu heroine Maria Royal (Montjeu). Jean-Pierre
Deroubaixwas therefore putinthe position of having
to sell his client’s horses. He explained: “The trainers
and breeders had to be paid. At that point, | was
contacted by His Excellency Sheikh Joaan Al Thani
who wished to buy the horse. | explained the situation

Of the two offerings by Dahess in the catalogue, one
was bought back fairly expensively by his breeder.
The other lot was owned by someone on the verge of
retiring from racing. Following instruction, | bought
the ‘other’ lot for €20,000 on behalf of my client.A
handsome colt, he was a good walker and scopey too.
However, given the political events that unfolded a
few weeks later, my client, of course, was unable
to foot the bill. So | decided to keep him for myself.
He was my first PA horse. | was very lucky. This colt
in question, Dahor de Brugére, went into training
with Jean-Frangois Bernard. He won on his debut for
me at Toulouse before being sold to Sheikh Joaan.
Dahor de Brugére managed to complete a six timer,
which included successes in the Al Rayyan Cup-Prix
Kesberoy (Grl PA), and the Qatar Coupe de France
des Chevaux Arabes (Gr1 PA).”

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This year sees the sixteenth edition of

the Qatar Arabian World Cup, France’s most
prestigious race for Arabians and now part of
Qatar’s Doha Triple Crown, as its second stage.
Since its inception in 2009, integral to Qatar’s
agreement with France Galop for their sponsorship
of their premier race for thoroughbreds, the Prix
de UArc de Triomphe, it has consistently tested
the current crop of Arabians to find it's European
champion at 2000m.
The race has always been a GrlPA and like the
‘Arc’, run at ParisLongchamp, excepting the two-
year hiatus for the course’sredevelopment during
the 2016/2017 seasons, when the meeting was
transferred to Chantilly. It’s initial prize fund of
€450,000 was quickly raised in the early years,
reaching its current total of €1,000,000, with
€500,000 to the winner by 2015.

The fastest winner was Al Mourtajez (Dahess),
at 2’08733, at Chantilly in 2016, however his first
success the year before was at ParisLongchamp
in 2’10748, which is the fastest time at that track.
He also gained the world’s highest rating for an
Arabian after that Chantilly win at 130, a figure
only matched since by his son Al Ghadeer (Al
Mourtajez). Al Mourtajezis also one of two Arabians
towin consecutive editions, the other being the first
winner General (Amer).Should he run, Al Ghadeeris
expected by many to emulate his sire this October,
if he does so, that would be another notable record
for Al Mourtajez, who along with General (sire of
Lady Princess) is the only winner to sire a winner to
date. Outside of multiple wins, Ebraz (Amer) has the
best record in the race, with a win (2019), a second
(2022), three thirds (2017, 2018, 2020) as well as
a fourth (2020).

Al Mourtajez and Ebraz also feature in the lists
of the two most successful trainers in the race,
Thomas Fourcy and Julian Smart, who both have
five winners a piece. However Smart was the first to

Sheikh Mohammed’s position as the winning most
owner, with five winnersin his colours.Inrecent years
hishorses haveruninthe colours of his children, with
Hoggar de UArdus (Mister Ginoux) winning for H.E.
SheikhaReemin2021.Heis also the most successful
breeder, with four homebred winners (Areej, Mkeefa,
Gazwan, Ebraz).

Perhaps fittingly, as a testament to the Arabians
amenable nature, there has been no ‘go to’ jockey
to win the World Cup, though of course owner’s
retainersplay a bigpartinthis decision. Julien Auge,
Neil Callan, Maxime Guyon, Olivier Peslier and
Christophe Soumillonhave all secured two victories.
It is no surprise that the sport’s most dominant
stallion Amer (Wafi) is also the most successful sire,
producing six individual winners of seven editions
in General, Areej, Mkeefa, Gazwan, Ebraz and Tayf.
Tayfisnotable as the oldest winner when he won at
eight yearsof agein2020, in what was the smallest
field, of just eight runners. There have been three
maximum fields of 20, in 2009, 2012 and 2014,
however in the 2014 event, Raddad (Amer) was
disqualified and Djet Taouy (Dahess) appeared to
clipheelsandunseated David Micheaux onthehome
bend.

With 4-year-olds getting initially getting a 2 kg
weight allowance, which has since been reduced
to 0.5 kg, it’s also not surprising to see them as
the most successful age group with six winners

Cupifit'stoattract morerunners.ldeally, the gap should
be four weeks [between the two races], as these avid
travellers aren’t used to their races being spaced so
close together. An extra week would be welcome in
this instance.”

Keeping Qatar in mind

On his first attempt at Grl PA level, Nabucco Al Maury
was second and this was proved a good pointer for
all those horses which share a common ancestry.
His trainer Thomas Fourcy said: “I'm very happy with
Nabucco Al Maury. He had a good race and his jockey,
Maxime Guyon, certainly rode the horse in his best
interests by respecting him. He always had the winner
in his sights, and, at one point, | thought that he was
going to bustle the winner up, but he’s still very tender
mentally.

She’s a straight forward type,
has a turn of foot which we readily associate with
the good horses, and a bombproof temperament.
Still very young, she’s ultimately very professional.
I can’t think of anything negative to say about her.
My thoughts are with her co-breeder, Marie-Ange
Bourdette, who passed away earlier this year, but I'm
delighted that her husband Robert is here today. She
must have enjoyed this win from the heavens above.
We’re now going to prepare her for the Arabian Trophy
des Pouliches (GrlPA) at Saint-Cloud. The opposition
will be tougher but we’ve have the right to dream in
the meantime.”

Xavier Thomas-Demeaulte was of the opinion that
his charge had fully held her own.

LUWSAIL’S TURN OF FOOT MAKES
THE DIFFERENCE

At the end of April, the 4-year-old Luwsail (Al
Mourtajez) was a clear winner of the Prix de Carthage
(Gr2 PA) against older horses, before finishing third
two months later in the Derby des Pur-Sang Arabes
de 4ans (Grl PA) at Chantilly. Fast forwarding to
Saturday August 19%, this time in Britain, the Al
Shaqgab Racing representative, trained by Frangois
Rohaut, was again required to tackle his age group in
the UAE President Cup - UK Arabian Derby (Grl PA)
for 4-year-olds.

Extra Time (Valiant Boy), having narrowly finished
in front of Luwsail at Chantilly (second), was the
favourite of the British bookmakers. However, Luwsail
was ridden more patiently at Doncaster, and so he
successfully turnedthe tablesto land his first Grl PA
win. The sole domestic contender, Amirat AL Zaman
(Hilal Al Zaman), made the running but the pace he

Frangois Rohaut told the Arabian Racing Organisation:
“Luwsail is a horse that loves to come through other
horses, and probably at Chantilly he came a bit too
early. Today I said to loritz [editor’s note; Mendizabal:
his jockey] to wait, wait, wait, as he won like that in
March in Toulouse when beating older horses, so he
can do that. He loves this way of being ridden. It was
a difficult assignment but he’s a brave horse and
he likes to battle. He'll either go to Longchamp for
the World Cup or that will be it for this year...” loritz
Mendizabal, the winningjockey, added: “The pace was
slow and my horse wasn’t relaxed, as he was already
pulling 500m after the start. The trainer asked me to
wait because the horse has a very good turn of foot.
He’s avery good horse.”

BIANCA DE GHAZAL, LA PLUS "PRO"

The hierarchy of the PA 3-year-old division
is still logically a fragile one, and the outcome of the
Al Rayyan Cup, the first Grl PA race of the season
for this age group, saw the emergence of a new title
contender for the division leader accolade, and
whose outcome will eventually be determined on
Friday October 4t at Saint-Cloud. Bianca de Ghazal
(AlMourtajez), with only one previous runto her name
when second in a maiden at La Teste on July 10,
oozed class on this occasion, having shown a great
attitude under Maxime Guyon.

Revenge will be in the air at Saint-Cloud
Bianca de Ghazal will renew rivalry with some of the
horses she met here at Saint-Cloud.

We are talking about young horses
in this case which need time to mature. The winner is
certainly very good. Mureb will now head to Saint-

Al Jori left Jean de Mieulle a bit perplexed and he
said: “I would have thought that Nahaba could have
injected more pace in the race.

We’ll have to do things differently
next time. She’s going to head for the Grl PA race
at Saint-Cloud. We're going to have to equip her
with a pacemaker, as despite having bags of quality,
she unfortunately pulls hard. However, she’s rather
relaxed when in the comfort zone of her stable.
