Cest en effet & Grandcamp que sont nés ou ont été
préparés pour les ventes des chevaux comme Zagrey
justement, Horizon Doré ou Breizh Sky, comme le
furent en leur temps Dabirsim et Vision d’Etat...
Grandcamp est avant tout une histoire de famille :
Gaél, le fils d’Eric et Isabelle Lhermite, a développé

une activité de débourrage pré-entrainement, tout en

DEUX NOUVELLES RECRUES POUR 2025

Big Rock, élevé et propriété de la Yeguada Centurion,
restera comme 'un des deux meilleurs lauréats des
Queen Elizabeth II Stakes (Gr1) de la décennie selon
les échellistes du Racing Post. Lors de son triomphe
d’Ascot, Big Rock devancait de six longueurs un tres
grand lot avec Facteur Cheval (Ribchester), Tahiyra
(Siyouni), Nashwa (Frankel), Angel Bleu (Dark
Angel), Paddington (Siyouni), Chaldean (Frankel)...

Big Rock

A 3ans, Big Rock s'est aussi classé deuxieme du
Prix du Jockey Club, du Prix Jacques Le Marois et
du Prix du Moulin de Longchamp (Grsl).

Big Rock est un fils de Rock of Gibraltar (Danehill),
a lorigine dans 'hémispheére Nord de sept gagnants
de Grl. Sa deuxieme mere Harasiya (Pivotal) s'est
classée deuxiéme des Debutante Stakes (Gr3) et
troisitme des Moyglare Stud Stakes (Grl). Quant
a la troisieme mere Hazariya (Xaar), elle a gagné les
Athasi Stakes (Gr3) et a donné le gagnant du Derby
et de I'Irish Derby (Grs1) Harzand (Sea the Stars).
Cette souche de Son Altesse 'Aga Khan est vivante
puisqu’on lui doit aussi Emily Upjohn (Sea the Stars),
gagnante des British Champion Fillies’ and Mares’
Stakes et de la Coronation Cup (Grs1).

Zagrey, quant a lui, a terminé sa carriere avec une
victoire dans le Grosser Preis von Baden, apres s’étre
classé deuxiéme du Grand Prix de Saint-Cloud
(Grsl) derriére Westover (Frankel), futur deuxiéme
du Qatar Prix de 'Arc de Triomphe et troisi¢me de
la Sheema Classic (Grs1), derriere le crack Equinox
(Kitasan Black) et de nouveau Westover. Zagrey
restera dans l'histoire comme le premier gagnant
de Grl de Zarak. Tres attaché au cheval quil a fait

naitre, Jean-Paul Challet a souhaité conserver le cheval
comme étalon et a d’ailleurs investi dans plusieurs
juments en décembre dernier. Le profil de Zagrey
est polyvalent, et il devrait attirer des juments de plat
comme d’obstacle. La mere de Zagrey a donné deux
autres black types, dont Graignes (Zoffany), deuxi¢me
des Prix Djebel et du Pin (Grs3). Dans son pedigree,
il y a 15 black types en trois générations, pedigree
qui comporte les sangs de Linamix (Mendez) et de
Nureyev (Northern Dancer). Zagrey est outcross avec
la plupart des juments frangaises, aussi bien en plat
quen obstacle. Il a gagné de 1.600m a 2.400m, de

After a two-year break, the Haras de Grandcamp,
located right next to Trun in Orne, is relaunching
with two debutants, and what debutants they are!
The Lhermite family’s stud welcomes Grl winners

Big Rock (Rock of Gibraltar) and Zagrey (Zarak).

Created in 2004 near Pointe du Hoc and installed
two years later on the current property, Grandcamp
quickly established itself in the landscape of breeding,
sales preparation and French stallion services. It is
indeed at Grandcamp that horses like Zagrey, Horizon
Doré and Breizh Sky were born or prepared for sales,
as were Dabirsim and Vision d’Etat in their time...

Grandcamp is above all a family affair: Gaél, the
son of Eric and Isabelle Lhermite, has developed a
breaking and pre-training activity, while continuing
to participate in the presentation of yearlings at sales
and keeping an “eye” on the stallions. Sarah, his sister,
and her husband Romain Dupray manage the entire
breeding part, from conception to foaling and the
sale of the production. Isabelle and Eric supervise
the whole.

TWO NEW RECRUITS FOR 2025

Big Rock, bred and owned by Yeguada Centurion, will
remain as one of the two best winners of the Queen
Elizabeth II Stakes (Gr1) of the decade according to
the Racing Post handicappers. In his Ascot triumph,
Big Rock was six lengths ahead of a very strong
field with Facteur Cheval (Ribchester), Tahiyra
(Siyouni), Nashwa (Frankel), Angel Bleu (Dark
Angel), Paddington (Siyouni), Chaldean (Frankel)...
At 3 years old, Big Rock also finished second in the

Prix du Jockey Club, the Prix Jacques Le Marois and
the Prix du Moulin de Longchamp (Grsl).

Big Rock is a son of Rock of Gibraltar (Danehill),
who has sired seven Grl winners in the northern
hemisphere. His second dam, Harasiya (Pivortal),
was second in the Debutante Stakes (Gr3) and third
in the Moyglare Stud Stakes (Grl). As for the third
dam, Hazariya (Xaar), she won the Athasi Stakes
(Gr3) and produced the Derby and Irish Derby (Grs1)
winner Harzand (Sea the Stars). This line from His
Highness the Aga Khan is alive and well, as it also
produced Emily Upjohn (Sea the Stars), winner of
the British Champion Fillies’ and Mares’ Stakes and
the Coronation Cup (Grsl).

Zagrey, meanwhile, finished his career with a victory
in the Grosser Preis von Baden (Grl), after finishing
second in the Grand Prix de Saint-Cloud (Gr1) behind
Westover (Frankel), future second in the Qatar Prix
de I’Arc de Triomphe (Grl), and third in the Sheema
Classic (Grl), behind the crack Equinox (Kitasan
Black) and again Westover. Zagrey will go down in
history as the first Gr1 winner for Zarak. Very attached
to the horse he bred, Jean-Paul Challet wanted to keep
the horse as a stallion and has also invested in several
mares last December. Zagrey’s profile is versatile, and
he should attract both flat and jumps mares. Zagrey’s
dam has produced two other black types, including
Graignes (Zoffany), second in the Prix Djebel and the
Prix du Pin (Grs3). In his pedigree, there are 15 black
types in three generations, a pedigree that includes the
blood of Linamix (Mendez) and Nureyev (Northern
Dancer). Zagrey is outcross with most French mares,
both flat and jumps. He won from 1,600m to 2,400m,
from 2 to 4 years old!

Le site s’étend sur 66 ha d’un seul tenant, et les
différents poles permettent de proposer tout un
éventail de services, du poulinage au repos, en passant
évidemment par la pension de juments a 'année.

TROIS ETALONS A DECOUVRIR

Karwin Farm propose cette année Van Beethoven
(Scat Daddy), Keiai Nautique (Deep Impact) et
God Blessing (Siyouni).

Van Beethoven, lauréat a 2ans des Railway Stakes
(Gr2), transmet classe et précocité a ses produits.
Ses premiers 2ans ont cartonné en 2024 ! Au
30 octobre 2024, Van Beethoven pouvait revendiquer
un taux de 30 % de gagnants par partants avec sa
premiére génération, qui compte déja un black
type, soit 10 % de ses partants... Dans les années
récentes, seuls trois jeunes sires francais ont été
capables d’atteindre ou de dépasser 2 la fois les barres
de 30 % de gagnants et de 10 % de black types
par partants de Van Beethoven : Zarak (Dubawi),
Goken (Kendargent) et Galiway (Galileo). Le cheval

French breeding also attracts ambitious young
entrepreneurs. This is particularly the case for Grégory
and Ambre Vayre who, in a little over two years, have
done a considerable amount of work to create from
scratch their stud farm named Karwin Farm, located
in Les Monts-d’Andaines, 45 km north of Alencon.
The young couple, originally from the South-West,
have completely redesigned this former trotting stud
farm to make it a breeding farm oriented towards
jumping, but not exclusively, and a stallion station
that will host three sires in 2025.

The site covers 66 hectares in one piece, and the
different areas allow for a whole range of services, from
foaling to resting, including of course the boarding
of mares all year round.

THREE STALLIONS TO DISCOVER

Karwin Farm offers this year Van Beethoven (Scat
Daddy), Keiai Nautique (Deep Impact) and
God Blessing (Siyouni).

Van Beethoven, winner of the
Railway Stakes (Gr2) at 2,
transmits class and precocity to
his progeny. His first 2-year-olds
were a hit in 2024! As of
October 30, 2024, Van Beethoven
could boast a strike rate of 30%
with his first generation, which
already has a black type, or 10%
of his runners... In recent years,
only three young French sires
have been able to reach or exceed
both the 30% winners and 10%
black types per runner bars of
Van Beethoven: Zarak (Dubawi),
Goken (Kendargent) and Galiway
(Galileo). The horse covered 64
mares in 2024, and his impeccable
statistics should allow him to
further increase this enthusiasm.

Keiai Nautique, who was one of the best 2-year-olds
in Japan and who won at Gr1 level at 3 over 1,600m,
carries the blood of the legendary Deep Impact. His
first foals are yearlings this year. This easy-to-breed
horse, brother of a multiple Grl winner, brings
balance and power to his offspring.

Finally, God Blessing is the latest arrival. This miler
entrusted by José Delmotte won two Listed races
beating a Gr1 horse like Tribalist. He is out of Siyouni
and a dam by High Chaparral. As a broodmare sire,
the latter is responsible for three Grl winners last year:
Look de Vega, Puchkine and Porta Fortuna. Galaxe,
the dam of God Blessing, is herself black type. A very
handsome horse with a lot of quality and size, God
Blessing could have started at 2. At 3, he lined up
three consecutive victories for his first three outings
(including the Prix de Tourgéville, L) before lining
up in the Prix du Moulin de Longchamp, where he
carried the weight of the race. He kept an excellent
fourth place in front of a horse like Lusail, multiple
Gr2 winner.

At Nonant-le-Pin, on the road to the Haras du Pin, lie
the lands of the Haras de Montaigu. This institution
of French breeding, founded in 1903 by Gabriel
Guerlain, has remained in the same family ever since.
Now, alongside Aliette Forien, great-granddaughter of
the founder, Sybille Gibson and Erwan de Chambord
represent the fifth and sixth generations to watch
over the destiny of the stud farm! Aliette, with the
help of her husband Gilles Forien, had already taken
Montaigu to another dimension when she took
over the management of the site in 1984. Montaigu
became a real commercial enterprise, welcoming a
growing number of clients who, for the most part,
were oriented towards yearling sales. Montaigu also
hosted a stallion station, with Kendor as its first
headliner. Nikos, Martaline and now No Risk at All
followed.

Montaigu continues to evolve, through the purchase
of new land, the acquisition of new mares, sometimes
in association with other breeders, the recruitment
of new sires...

THE SIX STALLIONS OF THE STUD

The latest arrival is Nietzsche Has (Zarak), who
went to beat the English on their home turf for the
last outing of his career, after taking second place in
the Prix Cambacéres (Grl). The representative of
Highbourne Stud, who won his first three public
appearances, is the best male seen over jumps by his
sire Zarak (Dubawi), currently the stallion in Europe
with the best strike rate and black type winners to
runners amongst jumpers! His dam is by the top
stallion Martaline (Linamix) and his second dam
by the no less remarkable Mansonnien (Tip Moss).
In France, only three stallions carry the blood of
Mansonnien. With an exceptional model, Nietzsche
Has was bought for €240,000 as a 2-year-old
at Argana.

A pillar of the stud, No Risk at All (My Risk) is
among the active stallions in Europe in 2024 who
have produced the most stakes winners over jumps.
In 2024, he was able to count on Allaho (Horse &
Jockey Hotel Chase, Gr2), Blood Destiny (3rd in

the Fairyhouse Gold Cup, Grl), Le Riskel (Prix de
I’Avenir, Gr3 AQPS), Sansrisk (Irish Stallion Farms
E.B.F. Feathard Lady Mares Novice Hurdle, Gr3),
Lovran (Prix Antoine de Vazelhes, Gr3 AQPS)...
Beaumec de Houelle perpetuates the legacy of his sire,
Martaline, at Montaigu. Already the source of black
types with his first generation born in 2020, he had
a super autumn, marked by the success of Mamisuz
de Houelle in the Haras d’Etreham Prix Magalen
Bryant (Gr2), or the second place of Willy de Houelle
in the Juvenile Hurdle (Gr3).

Flat Race, Gr2), La Pinsonniere (3rd in the Prix
Magne, Gr3), Lovemec de Houelle (3rd in the Prix
des Platanes, L)...

New to the Haras de Montaigu, Cloth of Stars
(Sea the Stars) is the archetype of the dual-purpose
stallion. On the flat, he is the sire of Dallas Star
(Ballysax Stakes, Gr3), Birr Castle (Grand Prix
du Nord & Prix Pelléas, Ls), Bubble Gum (3rd in
the Prix de Liancourt, L)... Over jumps, we owe
him Max of Stars (2nd in the Sbk Fillies’ Juvenile
Hurdle, L), Garibaldi (2nd in the Prix Christian de
'Hermite, L), Apaniiwa (3rd in the Prix Robert et
Jean-Claude Weill, L)...

Dschingis Secret (Soldier Hollow) also produces in
both disciplines. Among the French stallions with
their first 4-year-olds over jumps, he is part of the
leading trio according to the strike rate (42%). He
is the sire of Dschingis Love (2nd in the Prix La
Périchole, Gr3), Dschingis Star (2nd in the Prix
Minerve, Gr3) and Dschingis King (3rd in the Prix
Michel Houyvet, L).

A remarkable racehorse, Flintshire (Dansili) will
see his first French progeny debut in 2025.

Sparks Fly dominait le Prix Isola
Bella (L)... En 2024, on lui doit
10 chevaux de Groupe, dont
quatre lauréats a ce niveau.

Cette année, il a pu encore compter sur
sept black types en plat avec Child of the Moon (Athenia
Stakes, L), Harmony Grey (2¢ du Prix Volterra, L),
San Sebastian (3¢ du Grand Prix Anjou Bretagne, L),
Partnun (Silbernes Band der Ruhr, L), Ashana (Heuking
Diana-Trial, L), Sacaya (Prix de la Pépiniere, L) et
Atomic Blonde (2° des Bewitch Stakes, Gr3). Chad
Brown a des Grs1 en vue pour Child of the Moon qui
est aussi engagée le 25 janvier dans le Pegasus Filly and
Mare Turf (Gr2) ou 'allocation est de 500.000 $. The
Grey Gatsby a également fait parler de lui & Auteuil
en 2024 avec trois bons sauteurs : Isis d’Inor (Prix

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On leaving Argentan, on the right side of the road
that leads to Trun, you can make out the meadows
of the Haras du Petit Tellier... The stud farm, now
managed by Patrick Chedeville, is one of the historic
stud farms that have made French breeding famous...
Horses have been bred there since the 19" century,
and stallions have always had their place at Petit Tellier
or Tellier. André Chedeville, Patrick’s grandfather,
brought Prince Rose, father of Princequillo, Prince
Bio and Prince Chevalier. Alas, Prince Rose was
killed by a bomb at the door of his box... Later,
Paul Chedeville, son of André and father of Patrick,
sheltered remarkable sires at Petit Tellier such as
Norseman (who has his grave on the stud farm),
Mourne (who also made his mark in sport through
his grandson Laudanum) and above all Traffic II, the
father of Rheffic, winner of the Jockey Club and the
Grand Prix de Paris.

THE THREE STALLIONS FOR 2025

Patrick Chedeville has continued the work of
his ancestors and today, Petit Tellier is home to
three stallions, Muhaarar (Oasis Dream), who
arrived in Normandy last year, The Grey Gatsby
(Mastercraftsman) and Recoletos (Whipper). Acquired
half by a group of breeders including Les Capucines,
Saint-Pair and Jean-Pierre Dubois, Muhaarar will
complete his second breeding season in Normandy
after a rather remarkable year 2024 on the track.
The Shadwell bred horse is at the origin of 17 black-
type performers in 2024! Motorious allowed him
to end the year with a success in the Joe Hernandez
Stakes (Gr2) after a second place in the Breeders’ Cup
Turf Sprint (Gr1), while a little earlier, his daughter
Sparks Fly dominated the Prix Isola Bella (L)...
In 2024, he sired 10 Group horses, including four
winners at this level. These are Motorious in the
United States, Annaf (Turf Sprint, Gr2) in Saudi
Arabia, Armira (Kélner Sprint Trophy, Gr3) in
Germany and Marhaba Ya Sanafi (Prix Bertrand du
Breuil, Gr3) in France. With 80% starters, including
60% winners, Muhaarar shines with the durability of
his production which is successful all over the world.

The now almost white The Grey Gatsby continues
to produce winners regularly, “horses that go to
the races”. This year, he was still able to count on
seven black types on the flat with Child of the Moon
(Athenia Stakes, L), Harmony Grey (2nd in the Prix
Volterra, L), San Sebastian (3rd in the Grand Prix
Anjou Bretagne, L), Partnun (Silbernes Band der
Ruhr, L), Ashana (Heuking Diana-Trial, L), Sacaya
(Prix de la Pépiniere, L) and Atomic Blonde (2nd in
the Bewitch Stakes, Gr3). Chad Brown has Grsl in
sight for Child of the Moon who is also entered on
January 25% in the Pegasus Filly and Mare Turf (Gr2)
where the allocation is $500,000. The Grey Gatsby
also made a name for himself at Auteuil in 2024 with
three good jumpers: Isis d’'Inor (Prix Pelat, L), By
Exeter (2nd in the Prix Guillaume de Pracomtal, L)
and Tide of Dreams (3rd in the Prix d’'Iéna, L).

Recoletos (Whipper) can claim paternity of Antifona,
winner of the Sweet Life Stakes (L), his second
stakes horse in the United States. In France, he was
able to count on Agualeto, winner of La Coupe de
Marseille (L), and in England on Miss Cantik, third
in the Brigadier Gerard Stakes (Gr3).

La création du haras du Taillis remonte 4 1968. Nous
la devons au Suisse Ernst Wenger et a son associé
Alfred Siegrist, qui rachétent alors une ancienne ferme
laiti¢re en ruines et entourée de soixante hectares dans
la petite commune d’Heugon, a la pointe nord-est
de I'Orne. Leur idée ? Développer un élevage de
pur-sang et 'implanter en Normandie. Aprés une
rénovation compléte de la ferme et un agrandissement
progressif, le site s'étend désormais sur 130 hectares
avec 100 boxes disponibles. Depuis 1998, Bernhard
et Anne-Margrethe Wenger ont repris la direction
du Taillis. Cette derniére supervise d’ailleurs le
débourrage et, si nécessaire, le préentrainement
des jeunes chevaux. Avec I'aide de leurs salariés,
Bernhard et Anne-Margrethe Wenger s'occupent
d’une soixantaine de juments dont une bonne
moitié appartient a une clientéle majoritairement
européenne. Notons également que selon les besoins
de ses clients, la structure peut aussi prendre des
chevaux au repos. SiI'élevage est la principale activité
du site, 'étalonnage occupe aussi une place importante
au Taillis puisque le haras compte sept sires aux profils

variés : Dicaprio, Fantastic Moon, Gamestop, Hey
Gaman, Military Style, Savoir Vivre et Seabhac.

SEPT ETALONS EN 2025

Le haras du Taillis propose en 2025 sept étalons. La
grande nouveauté vient de Gamestop, dont les débuts
comme étalon a 5ans ne passeront pas inapercus puisqu’il
est le seul fils de Lope de Vega a faire la monte en France
(métropolitaine). Elevé par Wertheimer & Frere, il
avait montré beaucoup de précocité, simposant des ses
débuts au mois de juin de ses 2ans avant de conclure
troisiéme du Prix La Rochette (Gr3), puis trés proche
deuxi¢me du Qatar Prix Jean-Luc Lagardére (Grl)
la méme année. Il a également gagné a 3ans et 4ans,
échouant méme au pied du podium dans le Kalkmann-
Fruhjahrs-Meile (Gr3). Tiés bien né, Cest un neveu de
la rapide Polydream (Oasis Dream) gagnante du Prix
Maurice de Gheest (Grl). Sa mére, une fille de Montjeu
(Sadler’s Wells), a donné deux autres black types.

De son coté, Seabhac, prononcez “shoke”, a fait
ses preuves au haras. C’est un fils de la légende
Scat Daddy. Lui-méme a été bon cheval de
course puisque vainqueur des Pilgrim Stakes
(Gr3, 1.700m) a 2ans sur le turf de Belmont (US).
Sans pour autant avoir sailli des juments de premier
plan, il a été capable de produire des chevaux de plat
de haut niveau, comme Rue Boissonade, gagnante
du Prix de Malleret, ou encore Angers, lauréat des
2.000 Guinées allemandes (Grs2), mais aussi en
obstacle. En 2024, son 3ans Mr Mistofelles a gagné
le Premio Ettore Tagliabue (Gr3, haies) et s'est classé
deuxiéme du Gran Critérium d’Auunno (Grl, haies),
et sa fille Terra Bella, placée de Groupe en obstacle
'année d’avant, a gagné sa premiere Listed a Auteuil.

Military Style (War Front) aura ses premiers foals
en 2025. §’il a sailli une trentaine de juments I'an
dernier, son carnet de bal devrait augmenter pour
cette nouvelle saison de monte. Clest en tout cas le
souhait de Bernhard Wenger qui espere le double de
saillies. La raison ? Il n’est autre que le frére utérin du
meilleur 3ans I'an dernier, City of Troy.

Hey Gaman (New Approach) aura ses premiers 3ans
cette saison. Il avait tres peu sailli lors de sa premicre
saison. Il compte pour le moment un seul gagnant
en France, 4 savoir Eagle Gate, vainqueur de ses deux
premiéres courses en avril de ses 2ans.

Savoir Vivre a pour lui d’étre un fils du regretté
Adlerflug. Coté maternel, c’est la famille de la
championne Stacelita. Deuxi¢me du Derby allemand
(Grl), il a montré de la qualité au haras, donnant
plusieurs gagnants avec des anglo-arabes.

Le Taillis compte aussi un autre fils d’Adlerflug dans
ses rangs. Il sagit de Dicaprio, dont les premiers
2ans seront en piste cette année. Il présente un profil
particulier car il n'a jamais gagné de Groupe, mais
sest placé deux fois au niveau Grl. Ce fut le cas dans
le Grosser Preis von Berlin (Grl), ol il avait terminé
deuxi¢me du vainqueur d’Arc Torquator Tasso.
Etalon 2 vocation obstacle, Fantastic Moon entame sa
cinqui¢me saison au haras du Taillis. Vainqueur a 2ans
des Solario Stakes (Gr3), c’est un frére de Cracksman
par Dalakhani.

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The Haras du Taillis stud farm was founded in 1968
by Swiss national Ernst Wenger and his associate
Alfred Siegrist. They purchased a former dairy farm
in ruins, surrounded by sixty hectares in the small
town of Heugon, in the north-eastern tip of Orne.
Their idea? To develop a Thoroughbred breeding
farm and establish it in Normandy. After a complete
renovation of the farm and a gradual expansion, the
site now covers 130 hectares with 100 available stalls.
Since 1998, Bernhard and Anne-Margrethe
Wenger have taken over the management of
Taillis. Anne-Margrethe oversees the breaking and,
if necessary, the pre-training of the young horses.
With the help of their employees, Bernhard and
Anne-Margrethe Wenger take care of about sixty
mares, half of which belong to a mainly European
clientele. It should also be noted that, according to
the needs of its clients, the stud can also take horses
for rest. While breeding is the main activity of the
site, stallion services also occupy an important place at
Taillis, as the stud has seven sires with varied profiles:
Dicaprio, Fantastic Moon, Gamestop, Hey Gaman,
Military Style, Savoir Vivre and Seabhac.

SEVEN STALLIONS IN 2025

The Haras du Taillis offers seven stallions in 2025.
The big news comes from Gamestop, whose debut
as a 5-year-old stallion will not go unnoticed as
he is the only son of Lope de Vega to stand in
France (mainland). Bred by Wertheimer & Frere,
he showed a lot of precocity, winning from his
debut in June of his 2-year-old year before finishing
third in the Prix La Rochette (Gr3), then a very
close second in the Qatar Prix Jean-Luc Lagardere
(Grl) the same year. He also won at 3 and 4 years
old, even finishing at the foot of the podium in the
Kalkmann-Fruhjahrs-Meile (Gr3). Very well bred,
he is a nephew of the fast Polydream (Oasis Dream),
winner of the Prix Maurice de Gheest (Gr1). His
dam, a daughter of Montjeu (Sadler’s Wells), has
produced two other black types.

For his part, Seabhac (pronounced “shoke”) has

proven himself at stud. He is a son of the legendary

Scat Daddy. He himself was a good racehorse, winning
the Pilgrim Stakes (Gr3, 1.700m) at 2 years old on
the turf of Belmont (US). Without having covered
top-class mares, he has been able to produce high-level
flat horses, such as Rue Boissonade, winner of the
Prix de Malleret, or Angers, winner of the German
2,000 Guineas (Grs2), but also over jumps. In 2024,
his 3-year-old Mr Mistofelles won the Premio Ettore
Tagliabue (Gr3, hurdles) and finished second in the
Gran Criterium d’Autunno (Grl, hurdles), and his
daughter Terra Bella, Group-placed over jumps the
year before, won her first Listed race at Auteuil.

Military Style (War Front) will have his first foals
in 2025. While he covered about thirty mares last year,
his book should increase for this new breeding season.
This is in any case the wish of Bernhard Wenger who
hopes for twice as many coverings. The reason? He
is none other than the maternal brother of the best

3-year-old last year, City of Troy.

Hey Gaman (New Approach) will have his first
3-year-olds this season. He had covered very few
mares in his first season. He currently has only one
winner in France, namely Eagle Gate, winner of his
first two races in April of his 2-year-old year.

Savoir Vivre has the advantage of being a son of the
late Adlerflug. On the dam’s side, it is the family
of the champion Stacelita. Second in the German
Derby (Grl), he has shown quality at stud, producing
several winners with Anglo-Arabs.

Taillis also has another son of Adlerflug in its ranks.
This is Dicaprio, whose first 2-year-olds will be on
the track this year. He has a particular profile because
he has never won a Group race, but has been placed
twice at Grl level. This was the case in the Grosser
Preis Von Berlin (Grl), where he finished second to
the Arc winner Torquator Tasso.

A stallion for jumps, Fantastic Moon begins his fifth

season at Haras du Taillis. Winner of the Solario
Stakes (Gr3) at 2, he is a brother of Cracksman by
Dalakhani.

Nestled between the forests of Gouffern, visiting
the Haras de la Tuilerie is like discovering a piece of
French breeding history, as the site was created in the
second half of the 19th century! Guillaume Sarda and
his wife, Camille, revived this place seven years ago.
It experienced its (first) hour of glory in the sixties,
when Jean de Castilla, Guillaume’s grandfather, bred
a horse there named Trictrac, who was the top price
at Deauville, then winner of the Prix Eugéne Adam,
and finally a stallion in New Zealand.

Today, La Tuilerie extends over nearly 100 hectares
and has about sixty boxes. The stud farm, dominated
by a magnificent manor house, is divided into six
distinct spaces, allowing for the development of
several activities separately, notably in complete
sanitary safety.

Because Guillaume and Camille Sarda have no lack
of energy or ambition! The main activity of the site
is of course that of stallion keeping, since 2019, La
Tuilerie has been home to Etreham’s jumping stallions.
And with a young star like Goliath du Berlais (Saint
des Saints), the trucks have been rolling in from mid-
February until June... La Tuilerie also welcomes mares
year-round or for the breeding season, and offers sales
preparation as seen last November at the Arqana
autumn sale with the sale of a very handsome yearling
by Saint des Saints, born and bred by the Sardas, for
€75,000. According to the needs of its clients, the
structure can also take horses for rest and break in
foals, thanks to two lunging rings and an arena.

FIVE STALLIONS IN 2025

La Tuilerie offers five jumping stallions in 2025 under
the Etreham banner. The undisputed star is the young
Goliath du Berlais, who had a great success with his
first 3-year-olds. This Grl winner (Prix Ferdinand
Dufaure) finished at the top of the 3-year-old sires’
list in 2024 by earnings, a historic performance for
a first-crop stallion! Logically, his progeny are also
highly sought after at sales, and several of his stores
have reached six-figure sums across the Channel...

Latrobe (Camelot), who already has a 2-year-old flat
winner, will see his first 3-year-olds start this year
over jumps! A very handsome black horse, Latrobe
is currently the only Grl winner by Camelot (sire

of three of the first five in the 2024 Arc, and son of
the very influential Montjeu) at stud in France! This
summer in Deauville, Noel George and Amanda
Zetterholm bought one of his 2-year-old stores for
€67,000, testifying to the quality of the colt. At
€4,000, he offers an interesting quality/price ratio.
Masked Marvel (Montjeu) is one of the sure values
of the French stallion park for jumping. Sire of the
Grand Steeple-Chase de Paris winner Sel Jem and
multiple Grl winner across the Channel Teahupoo,
Masked Marvel was still responsible for 23 black type
performances in 2024! Results obtained with his first
crops conceived between €3,000 and €5,000... which
suggests that the best is yet to come.

Paradiso, the first and only son of Kapgarde at stud,
saw his first foals born in 2024. Foals with size,
balance and remarkable locomotion.

Finally, as part of an association with the Haras de
Cercy, Wonderful Moon (Sea the Moon) has taken
the place of Pretty Tiger at the Haras de la Tuilerie
for the 2025 season. The first yearlings of the one
who was one of the best German 3-year-olds have
inherited his class and quality with size, magnificent
tissues and a very calm attitude.

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The Haras du Biot, in Orne, is a newcomer to
the Route des Etalons (Stallion Trail). Michael
Champignon, who launched this operation in 2022,
has decided to develop stallion services in 2025. Until
now, the forty-year-old, who has worked at Haras du
Logis, le Mézeray and even Kildaragh Stud in Ireland,
mainly offered boarding services for mares or young
horses. Work has been carried out, another building
has been built and two stallions have joined this stud
farm which has a total of around thirty hectares. They
are Dalyakan and Knight to Behold.

TWO STALLIONS IN 2025

Knight to Behold (Sea the Stars) will see his first
generation on the track this year. The stallion arrives
from Brittany, and more precisely from Arvez Farm,
where he officiated after starting his stud career at
Haras de Talma. He covered 32 mares in 2024 after
covering 27 in 2023 and 5 in 2022. His first generation
has only one foal. Trained in England, Knight to

Behold made a name for himself on the track by
winning the Prix Guillaume d’Ornano (Gr2). He is
a son of Sea the Stars (Cape Cross) and Angel of the
Gwaun (Sadler’s Wells), who remained unraced, and
who produced two other black-type winners. He is
the nephew of Millenary (Rainbow Quest), winner of
the St Leger Stakes (Grl) before becoming a stallion.

The grey Dalyakan (Ryokan) was trained by Jean-Pierre
Gauvin, for whom he won a race at 3 years old over
1,900m on the Chantilly PS.E (all-weather track).
Hampered by injuries, he then headed to stud. He
is a son of Ryokan (Highest Honor) and Dalsiya
(Johannesburg), of which he is the only produce. The
latter is none other than a sister of Dalwari (More than
Ready), winner of the Prix de Guiche (Gr3) and third
in the Prix Eugene Adam (Gr2). This is the family
of His Highness the Aga Khan’s champions Daylami
and Dalakhani. Dalyakan arrives from Haras de la
Bareliere, where he has officiated for several seasons.
In France, he has ten runners for one placing.

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HARAS DE BEAUMONT

In the second half of 2022, as Sealiway was finishing
his racing career, the Chehboub family, wishing to give
him every chance to succeed as a stallion, acquired a
stud farm at the gates of Deauville, in the commune of
Vauville, located on historic land opposite the Haras
du Quesnay. The site, which takes the name Haras de
Beaumont, has become in just three years a renowned
stallion station, and the base of the Chehboub family’s
breeding operation, under the direction of Mathieu
Alex. The stud farm extends over 100 hectares of
high quality pasture, sheltered by century-old trees.
Its stallion, breeding and sales preparation activities
make Haras de Beaumont a versatile structure.

THE FIVE STALLIONS OF 2025

Beaumont is home to five stallions in 2025: Sealiway of
course, Stunning Spirit, born just opposite, at Quesnay,
the champion Ace Impact, the very confirmed Intello
and Puchkine, the novelty of the year!

Intello

In 2024, the unbeaten champion Ace Impact
(Cracksman) — the only 3-year-old to have achieved
the Jockey Club over 2,100m and Arc de Triomphe
double — covered 183 mares for his first season at stud.
Among them, the young star of Haras de Beaumont
met 115 black type mares or mares who have produced
black type. This is undoubtedly the best book ever
covered by a first-season sire in the history of French
breeding. His first foals will soon be born...

After covering 166 mares in 2023, Sealiway (Galiway)
met 157 mares in 2024. The young sire, who stands
out from a physical point of view, will have his first
yearlings in the sales rings in 2025. His memorable
victories in the Prix Jean-Luc Lagardere at 2 and in
the Champion Stakes (Grsl) at 3 guarantee him a
real popularity rating with breeders.

Winner of the Prix Jean Prat (Grl), which is shaping
up to be a new French stallion-making race (Too
Darn Hot...), Puchkine (Starspangledbanner) will
be supported by three major owner-breeders, namely
Alain Jathiere, Gérard Augustin-Normand and the
Chehboub family. He is the highest-rated son of
Starspangledbanner over sprint distances to stand
in Europe.

Very well established, Intello (Galileo), sire of no
less than 46 Stakes horses, is experiencing a real
resurgence in popularity with 125 mares covered
in 2023 and 112 in 2024. The best is yet to come
for this archetype of the classic stallion. This year,
89% of his yearlings offered for sale found buyers.
And on the racecourse, 2024 was an excellent vintage
with notable successes such as those of Bright Picture
(Prix Eugene Adam, Gr2), Junko (Grand Prix de
Chantilly, Gr2), Kertez (Pan American Stakes, Gr2)...
but also the young Piquoiseau who even won his
% JDG Rising Star *.

He was not necessarily the most anticipated first-season
sire in 2024, yet Stunning Spirit (Invincible Spirit)
created a small surprise with his 2-year-olds who
were few in number and conceived at a low price.
With only seven runners on the track, he managed
to produce Stunning Angel (dual Class 2 winner and
Listed fourth) and Pastisse, fillies who were triple
winners at 2! 60% of his runners have finished in
the money.

Siyouni

The Haras de Bonneval, created in the 1970s
and located in Le Mesnil-Mauger, south of
Crévecceur-en-Auge, is part of the Aga Khan Studs’
French breeding structure, along with the Haras
d’Ouilly, Saint-Crespin and Tupot. This is where the
stallions are stationed and where the mares coming
to be covered are welcomed.

The Haras de Bonneval, with its modern architecture,
is characterized by its semi-circular courtyard, which
allows its residents to benefit from the maximum
amount of light and sunshine.

Bonneval remained dormant during the 1990s
before being brought back into operation by the Aga
Khan under the direction of Georges Rimaud. New
administrative offices were then built at the top of
the hill overlooking the stud farm. Georges Rimaud
having retired, it is now the young Pierre Gasnier who
is in charge of the stud farm and the four stallions
stationed there, Erevann, Siyouni, Vadeni, and Zarak.

THE FOUR STALLIONS PRESENT IN 2025

The undisputed leader of French stallions, Siyouni
(Pivotal) also dominates the European stallion
scene. His progeny have won an Arc, two Jockey
Clubs, three Poules d’Essai, a Prix de Diane, but
also many Irish and English Grls or Classics, such
as the Irish 2,000 Guineas and 1,000 Guineas,

the St James’s Palace Stakes,
the Eclipse, the Coronation
Stakes, the Irish Champion
Stakes, the Dewhurst... He has
surpassed 80 Stakes winners,
and in the sales rings, his
progeny have reached up to
3.7 million Guineas!
Zarak (Dubawi), son of the
unforgettable Zarkava, has
made a dazzling start to his
career. Already the sire of
three Grl winners in four crops
of racing age only, he boasts a
quite exceptional rate of 12%
Stakes winners to runners, and
72% winners to runners. And
his first foals conceived at stud fees of €60,000 or
more were born in 2024!
The Aga Khan Studs welcomed two young stallions
last year, Vadeni (Churchill) and Erevann (Dubawi),
who were very well received by breeders (they covered
nearly 300 mares between them!). Vadeni was crowned
Champion 3-year-old at the Cartier Awards after
achieving the rare Prix du Jockey Club — Eclipse
Stakes (Grs1) double, and taking second place in the
Qatar Prix de 'Arc de Triomphe (Gr1).

He was born in the purple as he is out of Dubawi and
the triple Grl winner Ervedya, herself by Siyouni. His
pedigree is free of Sadler’s Wells blood.

A French jewel of Al Shaqab Racing, the Haras
de Bouquetot, purchased twelve years ago by His
Excellency Sheikh Joaan Bin Hamad Al Thani, has
become a key player in French breeding, with a roster
of eight stallions in 2025.

Visiting Bouquetot means first discovering the
tremendous work accomplished by the team led by
Benoit Jeffroy. One must imagine that at the time
of its purchase by the Qatari entity, the site was
more or less abandoned... Bouquetot was rich in its
glorious past, having hosted in the sixties the breeding
operation of Alec Weisweiller, from Béhistoun to
Cambrizzia, including the champion trotter Eleazar.
It needed to project itself into the future, which
has been perfectly accomplished. Ultra-modern
buildings have gradually emerged from the ground,
while respecting the Norman style, which brings a
beautiful harmony to the whole. Bouquetot combines
charm with functionality.

EIGHT STALLIONS IN 2025

On the stallion side, the latest arrival is called Al
Hakeem (Siyouni), who knows the place well for
having grown up there. A winner at 2, this son
of Siyouni (Pivotal) has won several major races,
including the Prix Guillaume d’Ornano (Gr2),
the Prix Gontaut-Biron (Gr3), and the Prix de
Suresnes (L) at Chantilly. He also finished a creditable
fourth in the Prix du Jockey Club and the Prix de
I'Arc de Triomphe (Grsl), proving his consistency
at the highest European level. Injured by another
horse in his comeback race in 2023, Al Hakeem
managed to return to the top by winning the Prix
Gontaut-Biron. Jean-Claude Rouget did not fail to
praise his exceptional mentality and his extraordinary
physique, calling him a “gladiator”. Al Hakeem was
one of the spearheads of Siyouni, and he is also the
best son of the top stallion, according to the ratings,
to stand in France. Son of a black type mare, Jadhaba
(Galileo), he is a grandson of the very good Naissance
Royale (Giant’s Causeway), a multiple Gr2 winner
across the Atlantic.

Romanised

Al Hakeem will stand alongside Wooded (Wootton
Bassett), Romanised (Holy Roman Emperor) — both
represented by their first 2-year-olds in 2024 —, Armor
(No Nay Never), Lusail (Mehmas), Zelzal (Sea the
Stars), Thunder Moon (Zoffany) and Olympic Glory
(Choisir).

Wooded and Romanised met with great success with
their first 2-year-olds, capable of winning both in
France and abroad. The two sires ended their season
with a remarkable score of 12 individual winners, and
a winner to runner ratio of over 30%.

The confirmed Zelzal has produced 30 individual
winners this year in France... knowing that only eight
active stallions in our country were able to do so at
this date in 2024. His spearheads were Bellano (Prix
de Pontarmé, L) and Fraise des Bois (Critérium du
Bequet, L).

Armor will see his first foals debut this year. The
young sire was very well received at the sales: 12 of
his 14 yearlings presented found a buyer. The young
Lusail will welcome his first foals. He is the only
son of the star Mehmas to stand in France. Thunder
Moon will have his first yearlings in the sales rings.
This winner of the National Stakes (Gr1), who beat
St Mark’s Basilica in the Dewhurst, saw his first foals
sell very well in 2024. At Arqana, they reached a
median of €45,000, or 7.5 times the price of his first
season at stud.

Finally, Olympic Glory remains available on request.

Galiway

The Haras de Colleville, a stone’s throw from
Deauville, was created less than twenty years ago by
Guy Pariente. This born entrepreneur has transformed
a former grassland and cattle farm into a stud farm
that houses a breeding operation regularly at the
top of the list in France, as well as some of the most
influential stallions.

FOUR STALLIONS, FOUR ASSETS

Galiway (Galileo), the star of Haras de Colleville, is
driving breeders wild! With 250 mares covered this
year, he is the most popular stallion in France.

This success is not due to chance. Galiway has
established himself as one of the best sons of Galileo
at stud thanks to his international success. To date,
Galiway has produced 17 black-type performers on
the flat, including Gr1 winners Sealiway and Sunway,
notably second in the Irish Derby (Grl) in 2024
(and Grl winner at 2 years old). Sunway is part of
his sire’s last “small” generation of 3-year-olds. It is

also that of Jasna’s Secret,
winner of the Prix Marchand
d’Or (L). To date, his
yearlings averaged €87,000
in 2024 (71% sold). Over
jumps, Galiway is one of the
four best European stallions
— all generations combined —
according to the percentage
of black-type winners to
runners. He is responsible for
two Grl winners over jumps.

The fast Goken (Kendargent)
continues to shine with his
2-year-olds. He is quite
simply the number 1 sire of
2-year-old winners in France
with 12 winners in 2024!
With 14 2-year-old winners,
he is one of the two best
French sires of winners in
this age group in Europe. Three are black-type
performers. This is the case of Englemere (Highclere
Thoroughbred Racing St Hugh’s Stakes, L) in
England. In France, this is the case of La Samana
(Prix de la Vallée d’Auge, L) and Herrenchiemsee
(2nd in the Prix des Réves d’Or, L). The Gokens
go to the races and the Colleville stallion is by far
the one that has provided the most runners in the
2-year-old category in France this year (without
however being the one with the most births).

Kendargent (Kendor) needs no introduction. He has
proven himself both on the track and at the sales with
notably Trafalgar Square, multiple Group-placed and
winner of the Prix de ’Avre (L), sold for €1,150,000
at the Arc sale. The dean of Colleville still produced
eight black-type performers — but also 37 winners —
in 2024.

Finally, Soft Light (Authorized), a stallion with a
versatile profile, will have his first 2-year-olds on
the track.

The stallion has
also covered more than a hundred mares in his last
two breeding seasons! The best is yet to come for
Invincible Army, who saw his yearlings sell for up
to £70,000 in 2024 and up to £145,000 in 2023.

HARAS DE LA HUDERIE

In the heart of the Pays d’Auge, a stone’s throw
from the excitement of Deauville, the Haras de la
Huderie has been writing its history since 1972.
Louis Sayer and his wife, driven by a bold vision,
first built an exceptional residence there, now
classified as a historical monument. Entrusted to the
visionary talent of Marcel Breuer, the architect of the
Whitney Museum in New York and the UNESCO
headquarters in Paris, this avant-garde house, with
its white concrete walls and roof, is a unique work,
the only private residence designed by the master in
France. An architectural jewel unveiled to the public
once a year, during the European Heritage Days,
attracting the passionate eyes of architecture lovers.
Born from a 20-hectare farm, the Haras de la Huderie
now extends over more than 70 hectares and is home
to some forty horses, under the direction of Béranger
Bussy. The latter offers high-end services, welcoming
broodmares but also stallions from outside.

THREE STALLIONS INCLUDING
TWO NEWCOMERS IN 2025

The stud welcomes three stallions for 2025. River
Tiber has speed and precocity, but not only that.
A son of the excellent Wootton Bassett (Iffraaj) and
a dam by Arcano, he won the Coventry Stakes (Gr2)
at Royal Ascot in June of his 2-year-old year, a race

known for revealing future stallions.
His record also includes places in
the Prix Morny and the Middle Park
Stakes (Grl) at 2. At 3, he finished
third in the Irish 2,000 Guineas (Grl).
Given his origins, his performances, his
conformation and his very commercial
profile, River Tiber’s future progeny
should attract international interest
and a varied clientele, a huge asset for
breeders selling. He is one of the new
stallions to stand in France in 2025.

Mythico (Adlerflug) is also one of

these new stallions. This 7-year-old

German with a solid pedigree
(Adlerflug x Monsun, from the maternal line of Luth
Enchantée) has a beautiful physique (1.65m) with
a deep shoulder and good bone. He demonstrated
exceptional precocity and longevity in competition,
winning as early as 2 years old in the Herzog Von
Ratibor-Rennen (Gr3, 1700m) then in the German
2,000 Guineas (Gr2, 2,000m) at 3 years old. Winner
of the Fruhjahrs-Meile (Gr3, 1,600m) at 4 years old, he
continued to perform at the highest level until 6 years
old. His versatile profile makes him an ideal candidate
for flat and jumps mares. Important point: he will
bring speed and precocity while maintaining a good
model, ideal for producing versatile middle-distance
horses that will last.

A well-known stallion, Birchwood is a son of the
top sire Dark Angel, who distinguished himself with
three wins at 2 years old including the Superlative
Stakes (Gr2, 1,400m) and places in the National
Stakes (Grl, 1,400m) and the Breeders’ Cup
Juvenile Turf (Grl, 1,600m). He has stood out by
producing useful horses both on the flat and over
jumps with a modest mare population. Among his
progeny, Woodchuck confirmed his full potential by
winning two Group races in Italy in 2024: the Premio
Presidente Della Republica (Gr3, 1,800m) and the
Premio Vittorio di Capua (Gr2, 1,600m). Birchwood

represents a safe bet at an attractive stud fee.

Doha Dream (Shamardal) mérite que 'on s’attarde
sur son cas. Ce gagnant de Groupe, issu d’une soeur
du grand Martaline, n’a eu que peu de partants
(ses premiers produits avaient 4ans en 2024), mais
il a déja fourni des éléments intéressants comme
Mister Cessna, gagnant sur les haies puis exporté,
Dazodream, troisi¢me du Prix Chalet (L), ou encore
Ose Partir, acheté par Sean Mulryan apres avoir bien
débuté en plat.

Magic Dream, fils de Saint des Saints comme Goliath
du Berlais, a lui aussi brillé sur le steeple a un jeune
age, remportant le Prix Congress (Gr2) avant que
sa carriere ne soit prématurément interrompue.
Ses premiers produits ont 2ans en 2025 : le cheval
transmet son modele impressionnant, sa locomotion
et son tres bon mental.

Le vétéran Motivator (Montjeu) reste I'un des deux
étalons frangais ayant donné le plus de black types en
plat (seul Siyouni fait mieux) car 82 de ses produits
ont pris du caractere gras dans la discipline. Cela
représente 14 % de ses partants en plat, soit un taux
de réussite exceptionnel. Par ailleurs, avec 8,8 % de
gagnants de stakes en obstacle par partant, Motivator
est aussi I'un des meilleurs péres de sauteurs en Europe
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selon ce critere. Bien qu'agé, il est toujours fertile et a
sailli un peu moins de 90 juments en 2024.

Penny’s Picnic (Kheleyf) est 'une des valeurs siires
du parc étalon frangais. En 2024, il est encore a
lorigine de Pradaro (Prix du Petit Couvert, Gr3),
Les Reys (Winter Memories Stakes & Prix Volterra, Ls),
Révolutionnaire (3¢ du Prix La Rochette, Gr3), Mary
Gold (2¢ du Premio Omenoni, L), Lesslepasser
(3¢ du Prix Hampton, L). Mais Penny’s Picnic sait
aussi produire pour I'obstacle ! Il a sorti six lauréats
dans cette discipline et notamment deux gagnants
de courses black types en obstacle avec 17 partants
(11,8 %).

Enfin, Texas, fils du grand Wootton Bassett, a eu
ses premiers foals en 2024. Trés soutenu par son
entourage, Texas allie classe et génétique, puisqu’il
descend de la grande souche de la famille Jeffroy, celle
de Never on Sunday, Frankyfourfingers, Penja...

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HARAS DU HOGUENET

In a very poetic way, the river that borders the pastures
of the Haras du Hoguenet, located north-west of
Livarot, is called “La Vie” (Life)... The structure,
now managed by Anthony Baudouin, looks like
a postcard from the Pays d’Auge: green, rolling
meadows, half-timbered buildings.

Le Hoguenet was born in the seventies, under the
impetus of Jérome and Christiane Blum, owners of
the champion steeplechaser Haroué. After only a few
years of existence, Le Hoguenet saw the birth of a
certain Son of Love, a classic winner in 1979 (St Leger
de Doncaster). In 1990, Christiane Blum called on
Yvon Baudouin to manage the site. He developed the
stallion activity there, while Anthony, the eldest son,
settled on the neighbouring site of Manoir-Pottier.
In 2006, Christiane Blum ceased her activity. The
Baudouin family took over Le Hoguenet, merged
it with Manoir-Pottier, and enlarged it with part of
the land of the Haras de Lessard-et-le-Chéne. Now,
Anthony Baudouin, who took over from his father after
his death, watches over nearly 200 hectares, 120 boxes,
and a capacity to accommodate 70 broodmares. He
has not only consolidated the stallion activity, by
orienting it partly towards jumping, reflecting his
taste for this discipline inherited from his years as an
eventing rider, but also by developing the commercial
side of the operation, with the preparation for sales of
part of the stud’s production, on behalf of loyal clients,
sometimes associated with the master of the premises.

THE SEVEN STALLIONS OF THE STUD

The genetic offer of Le Hoguenet reflects this
versatility. Of the seven stallions stationed at Le
Hoguenet, four are clearly intended for jumping,
two are oriented towards flat racing, and the last one
produces in both disciplines.

Jigme (Motivator) is the latest arrival, as the Phoenix
Eventing champion covered his first mares in 2024.
Strongly supported with a quality mares by his
entourage, Jigme met 126 mares in 2024. No less
than 48 are black type and/or already dam of black
type! It must be said that under the training of Marcel
Rolland, Jigme flew over his generation, winning the
Prix Cambacéres (Grl) by more than six lengths...

Moises Has (Martaline) concluded his career with a
success in the Prix Renaud du Vivier (Grl). A very
handsome horse, he was also very well supported from
his entry to stud, and the year 2025 will be decisive:
his first 3-year-olds will start! The sales gave a first
positive signal, these 2-year-old stores being awarded
up to €70,000...

Doha Dream (Shamardal) deserves a closer look. This
Group winner, out of a sister to the great Martaline,
has had few runners (his first foals were 4 years old
in 2024), but he has already provided interesting
elements like Mister Cessna, winner over hurdles then
exported, Dazodream, third in the Prix Chalet (L),
or Ose Partir, bought by Sean Mulryan after a good
start on the flat.

Magic Dream, son of Saint des Saints like Goliath du
Berlais, also shone over steeplechase at a young age,
winning the Prix Congress (Gr2) before his career was
prematurely interrupted. His first products are 2 years
old in 2025: the horse transmits his impressive model,
his locomotion and his very good temperament.
The veteran Motivator (Montjeu) remains one of the
two French stallions to have produced the most black
types on the flat (only Siyouni does better) as 82 of his
progeny have taken bold type in the discipline. This
represents 14% of his flat runners, an exceptional success
rate. Moreover, with 8.8% stakes winners over jumps per
runner, Motivator is also one of the best sires of jumpers
in Europe according to this criterion. Although old, he
is still fertile and covered just under 90 mares in 2024.
Penny’s Picnic (Kheleyf) is one of the sure values of the
French stallion park. In 2024, he is still at the origin of
Pradaro (Prix du Petit Couvert, Gr3), Les Reys (Winter
Memories Stakes & Prix Volterra, Ls), Révolutionnaire
(3rd in the Prix La Rochette, Gr3), Mary Gold (2nd in
the Premio Omenoni, L), Lesslepasser (3rd in the Prix
Hampton, L). But Penny’s Picnic also knows how to
produce for jumping! He has produced six winners in
this discipline and notably two black type winners over
jumps with 17 runners (11.8%).

Finally, Texas, son of the great Wootton Bassett, had
his first foals in 2024. Very well supported by his
entourage, Texas combines class and genetics, as he
descends from the great line of the Jeffroy family, that
of Never on Sunday, Frankyfourfingers, Penja...

En moins de 20 ans, Nurlan Bizakov est devenu 'un
des hommes forts du galop international. Depuis
son premier achat de yearlings, en 2006, jusqu’au
couronnement de Charyn comme le meilleur cheval
d’age de 'année 2024, 'ascension a été fulgurante. Le
développement international de I'entité Sumbe (du
nom du village dont est originaire Nurlan Bizakov,
dans le Kazakhstan) coincide avec 'acquisition en 2019
du haras de Montfort et Préaux, puis celle en 2021,
du haras du Mézeray. Dés 'année suivante, I'activité
d’étalonnage débute, et en 2023, Sumbe frappe un
grand coup en intégrant de nouveaux sires, d’abord
Mishriff, puis 'année suivante, Belbek et Angel Bleu.

Cette année, outre ces trois étalons et Golden Horde,
Ientité normande accueille Charyn (Dark Angel).
Son triplé de Grsl historique (Queen Anne Stakes,
Jacques Le Marois & Queen Elizabeth II Stakes) lui
a valu le titre de meilleur miler de 'année en Europe,
mais aussi meilleur cheval d’age.

classement des étalons en Angleterre et en Irlande par
les gains. Charyn est issu d’'une mere ayant remporté
son maiden sur 1.000m et dont le premier poulain
par Dark Angel, Wings of War, a gagné les Mill Reef
Stakes (Gr2).

Angel Bleu est quant a lui le seul lauréat de Grl a
2ans de Dark Angel en Europe. Angel Bleu a méme
gagné deux Grs1 lors de sa saison de juvenile : le Qatar
Prix Jean-Luc Lagardére (comme Siyouni et Wootton
Bassett) et le Critérium International. La meére d’Angel
Bleu, Cercle de la Vie (Galileo), est morte aprés avoir
donné deux produits. La deuxieme mere, Hveger
(Danehill), a notamment conclu troisi¢me a 3ans des
Australasian Oaks (Grl1, 2.000m), avant de produire
cinq black types. On lui doit surtout le cheval d’acier
aux sept Grs1 Highland Reel (Galileo), lauréat entre
autres des King George VI and Queen Elizabeth
Stakes, du Breeders’ Cup Turf, des Prince of Wales’s
Stakes et de la Coronation Cup, mais aussi deuxieme
du Prix de 'Arc de Triomphe (Grl). Clest vraiment une
magnifique famille, qui donne des chevaux tres durs,
comme le bon étalon Starspangledbanner (Choisir)
par exemple.

Meilleur 2ans francais de sa génération, lauréat lui aussi
du Qatar Prix Jean-Luc Lagardere (Grl), Belbek est
devenu le premier fils de Showcasing (Oasis Dream)
a faire la monte en France. Il est aussi le premier
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Charyn

descendant de la grande Hasili (Kahyasi) — par la voie
femelle — au haras dans notre pays. A 3ans, rallongé sur
1.600m, le pensionnaire d’André Fabre a été la “note”
dans le Prix Daniel Wildenstein (Gr2) ot il terminait
trés bon troisieme. Le poulain a ensuite remporté le
Prix Perth (Gr3) devant The Revenant (Dubawi) et
Tribalist (Farhh).

Il attend également ses premiers foals cette année :
Mishriff (Make Believe), multiple gagnant de Grl,
a tout pour tracer au haras. Il a gagné le Prix du
Jockey Club. Parmi les futurs étalons passés par le
podium du classique frangais, il faut citer Lope de
Vega (Shamardal), Le Havre (Noverre) et Shamardal
(Giant’s Causeway). Sans oublier New Bay (Dubawi)
et Zarak (Dubawi)... deux chevaux de la lignée méale
de Dubawi (Dubai Millennium), comme Mishriff !
Cété maternel, Mishriff est un descendant de la
classique Rafha (Kris S), a l'origine de deux grands
étalons vecteurs de vitesse, Invincible Spirit (Green
Desert) et Kodiac (Danehill). Cette souche est
particuli¢rement vivante et sous la quatriéme meére,
on retrouve notamment Pinatubo (Shamardal).

Enfin, Golden Horde (Lethal Force) a vu ses
premiers 2ans débuter 'an dernier. Ce lauréat de la
Commonwealth Cup (Grl) compte déja sept gagnants
individuels, sachant que sa génération la plus forte
sera en piste cette année.

In less than 20 years, Nurlan Bizakov has become one
of the leading figures in international horseracing.
From his first yearling purchase in 2006 to the
crowning of Charyn as the best older horse of 2024,
the rise has been meteoric. The international
development of the Sumbe entity (named after the
village where Nurlan Bizakov is from in Kazakhstan)
coincides with the acquisition in 2019 of the Haras de
Montfort et Préaux, followed by that of the Haras du
Meézeray in 2021. The following year, stallion activity
began, and in 2023, Sumbe made a big splash by
integrating new sires, first Mishriff, then the following
year, Belbek and Angel Bleu.

This year, in addition to these three stallions and
Golden Horde, the Normandy entity welcomes
Charyn (Dark Angel). His historic Grl treble
(Queen Anne Stakes, Jacques Le Marois & Queen
Elizabeth II Stakes) earned him the title of best miler
of the year in Europe, but also best older horse.
At 2, Charyn impressively won the Critérium de
Maisons-Lafhtte (Gr2). He starts his stud career as
his sire Dark Angel (Acclamation) tops the stallion
rankings in England and Ireland by earnings. Charyn
is out of a dam who won her maiden over 1,000m
and whose first foal by Dark Angel, Wings of War,
won the Mill Reef Stakes (Gr2).

Angel Bleu is the only Gr1 winner at 2 by Dark Angel
in Europe. Angel Bleu even won two Grs1 during his
juvenile season: the Qatar Prix Jean-Luc Lagardere
(like Siyouni and Wootton Bassett) and the Critérium
International. Angel Bleu’s dam, Cercle de la Vie
(Galileo), died after producing two foals. The second
dam, Hveger (Danehill), notably finished third at
3 in the Australasian Oaks (Grl, 2,000m), before
producing five black types. She is best known for
producing the seven-time Grl winner Highland
Reel (Galileo), winner of the King George VI and
Queen Elizabeth Stakes, the Breeders’ Cup Turf, the
Prince of Wales’s Stakes and the Coronation Cup,
among others, but also second in the Prix de I'’Arc de
Triomphe (Grl). This is a truly magnificent family,

which produces very tough horses, like the good
stallion Starspangledbanner (Choisir) for example.

Belbek, the best French 2-year-old of his generation,
also winner of the Qatar Prix Jean-Luc Lagardeére (Grl),
became the first son of Showcasing (Oasis Dream) to
stand in France. He is also the first descendant of the
great Hasili (Kahyasi) — through the female line — at
stud in our country. At 3, stepped up to 1,600m, the
André Fabre trainee was the “note” in the Prix Daniel
Wildenstein (Gr2) where he finished a very good third.
The colt then won the Prix Perth (Gr3) ahead of The
Revenant (Dubawi) and Tribalist (Farhh).

He is also expecting his first foals this year: Mishriff
(Make Believe), multiple Gr1 winner, has everything to
make his mark at stud. He won the Prix du Jockey Club.
Among the future stallions who have passed through
the podium of the French Classic, we must mention
Lope de Vega (Shamardal), Le Havre (Noverre) and
Shamardal (Giant’s Causeway). Not forgetting New
Bay (Dubawi) and Zarak (Dubawi)... two horses from
the male line of Dubawi (Dubai Millennium), like
Mishriff! On the dam’s side, Mishriff is a descendant
of the classic Ratha (Kris S), at the origin of two great
stallions who are vectors of speed, Invincible Spirit
(Green Desert) and Kodiac (Danehill). This line is
particularly alive and under the fourth dam, we find
in particular Pinatubo (Shamardal).

Finally, Golden Horde (Lethal Force) saw his
first 2-year-olds debut last year. This winner of
the Commonwealth Cup (Grl) already has seven
individual winners, knowing that his strongest
generation will be on the track this year.

The long avenue lined with beech trees sets the
tone: Etreham is a monument of French breeding,
rich in centuries-old history. First the cradle of the
Foy breeding operation, one of the great families
of French racing, the stud farm has belonged to
the Chambure family since the 1940s. Etreham is
located near Bayeux, in the Bessin region, not far
from the D-Day landing beaches. So much so that at
the time of its purchase by Hubert de Chambure, it
had suffered heavy damage, which had to be quickly
repaired. It was indeed a question of welcoming
the champion Verso II, winner of the Jockey Club
and the Prix de 'Arc de Triomphe. The momentum
was launched!

Now under the management of Nicolas de Chambure,
who represents the fourth generation of the family
to watch over the business, Etreham is constantly
reinventing itself. Stallion station, breeder, vendor,
Etreham is also an owner and has developed its own
training centre at the Haras du Bois!

SIX FLAT STALLIONS IN 2025

On the flat stallion side, you can discover six sires
on site, the National Hunt stallions being stationed
at the Haras de la Tuilerie. The latest arrival is the
Classic winner Metropolitan (Zarak). Unbeaten
in two starts at 2, winner of the Poule d’Essai des
Poulains, excellent third in the St James’s Palace Stakes
and second in the Prix du Haras de Fresnay-le-Buffard
— Jacques Le Marois (Grs1) ahead of the double
title holder Inspiral, Metropolitan is the best miler
produced by the champion sire Zarak (Dubawi), a
revelation of recent years in Europe. A descendant of
Dubawi, Storm Cat and Sharpen Up, he is free of the
blood of Danzig and Sadler’s Wells and offers crossing

possibilities to a large number of mares.

Hello Youmzain (Kodiac) has literally hit the ground
running with his first 2-year-olds. He is quite simply

the leading European first-season sire by number of
Group winners and black-type horses. He has a 40%

winners-to-runners ratio.

Persian King (Kingman) was also represented by his
first 2-year-olds in 2024. He ended the year with
sixteen individual winners, a very honourable score,
and he is even in second position in the first-season
sires standings by number of winners in the Northern
Hemisphere. Persian King was not himself born
to be or produce precociously, so his foals should
come into their own at 3 years old. More than
the successes, it is their style that makes a strong
impression, like Darius Cen, brilliant winner of the
Prix Fliberto by 11 lengths, or Treble Tee, easy winner
by several lengths of the Aston Martin Novice Stakes
at Newmarket.

Hello Youmzain succeeded City Light (Siyouni) who,
in 2023, finished as the leading European first-season
sire by winners-to-runners ratio. In 2024, Mimos,
winner of the Prix Miesque (Gr3), concluded a very
good year for the first two crops on the track of the
son of Siyouni.

Entering stud in 2024, Onesto, son of the exceptional
Frankel and Grl winner, will welcome his first foals
this year. Supported by some of the most renowned
French and foreign breeders, Onesto covered
120 mares in 2024.

For his fourth season, Victor Ludorum, whose first
yearlings in 2024 saw bids rise to €420,000, or
28 times his stud fee, has joined Etreham. This son
of Shamardal and from the family of Shamardal is
unbeaten and a Group winner at 2 years old, a Classic
winner, and has again distinguished himself at the
highest level at 4 years old. Strongly supported and
well received by breeders, Victor Ludorum covered
more than 150 mares in his first year and nearly 140
in his second.

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Pascal Noue has no lack of dynamism. He needed
it when, in 2008, with solid experience gained from
top professionals, he decided to create a stud farm
from scratch, starting with an old grassland farm
found on the borders of Calvados and Manche,
with around sixty hectares of excellent land. Rather
oriented towards jumps racing, his stallion roster
quickly reached the top of the rankings, as was the
case for the now retired Kapgarde, or the still dashing
Great Pretender (King’s Theatre) who, at 26 years
old, still produces numerous Grl winners, the latest
example being Lossiemouth. But Pascal Noue is aware
that he needs to renew his offer, and in 2025, La
Hétraie welcomes no less than three newcomers,
alongside the now confirmed Bathyrhon (Monsun),
the rising star Nirvana du Berlais (Martaline), who
has already produced black-type horses from his first
crop, the powerful Headman (Kingman), whose first
3-year-olds are eagerly awaited this year, and the
picture-perfect Mare Australis (Australia), whose first
foals are currently yearlings.

THREE NEWCOMERS IN 2025

These three newcomers are Feed the Flame (Kingman),
Léon du Berlais (Authorized) and Riocorvo (Pastorius).
An impressive winner of the Grand Prix de Paris
(Grl), the well-bred Feed the Flame, grandson of
Montjeu (Sadler’s Wells), will have many assets to
promote, both in the flat and jumps markets... Fourth
(unlucky) in one of the best editions of the Jockey
Club (Gr1) of the decade, Feed the Flame has always
been considered one of the best French horses over
2,400m in his generation. He proved it by winning
the Grand Prix de Paris (Grl) in style. That day, he
notably beat Soul Sister (Frankel) who had just won
the Oaks (Grl).

Feed the Flame is a son of Kingman (Invincible
Spirit), sire of 144 stakes horses in the Northern
Hemisphere, including 11 Grl winners! He is one
of six living European stallions to exceed the 19%
black-type horses per runner mark. Feed the Flame
is the third black-type horse out of his dam and is the
brother of Sacred Life (Siyouni), a four-time Group
winner on the flat.

Riocorvo, also a newcomer to the stallion ranks,
will perpetuate the bloodline of his sire Pastorius
(Soldier Hollow), who died prematurely and only had
about sixty runners over jumps, half of whom were
winners! He is responsible for top-class horses such as
July Flower (2" in the Prix Renaud du Vivier, Gr1),
Zenta (Anniversary 4-y-o Juvenile Hurdle, Grl),
Java (Prix de Marsan, L), King Conti (Prix Virelan,
L), Alcyone Rouge (Prix Air Landais, L), Josubie
(Prix du Défil¢), Campinas (Prix Roger Saint, L),
Boléro (3" in the Prix Finot, L), Manchego (2™ in
the Grand Steeple-Chase de Lyon, L), Pastorale (3" in
the E.B.E Mares Novice Hurdle, L)... among others!
Riocorvo is the best male produced by his sire. He
won six races from the ages of 3 to 6, including the
Grand Prix de Vichy (Gr3) by three lengths, achieving
the best Racing Post rating of the decade for this
race. Three lengths at the finish of the Grand Prix de
Vichy (Gr3)... is the largest winning margin since the
victory of Cirrus des Aigles (Even Top) in 2011! This
is a race that has seen future very good jumps sires,
such as No Risk at All (My Risk), Carvin (Marino)
or Carnaval (Fast Fox).

Léon du Berlais (Authorized) is the latest arrival at La
Hétraie. At 3yo, he ran five times, taking five second
places, including four times behind the champion
Jigme (Motivator). He started his 4-year-old year
with a clear victory in the Prix d’Indy (Gr3) then,
hampered by an opponent at the first hurdle of the
Prix Aguado (Gr2), he fell, which had consequences
on the rest of his career. He was still placed in Group
races afterwards. Léon du Berlais is a descendant of
Montjeu, with exceptional maternal genetics as he
belongs to a great family from the Haras du Berlais.
Léon du Berlais is indeed a product of Chica du
Berlais (Cadoudal), fifth in the Prix Finot (L) on
her only outing. He is therefore the brother of the
champion Bonito du Berlais (Trempolino), winner of
the Prix Cambacérés and second in the Prix Ferdinand
Dufaure (Grsl), of Nikita du Berlais (Poliglote), a
three-time Group winner over hurdles at Auteuil and
second in the Grande Course de Haies (Grl), and
of Carlita du Berlais (Soldier of Fortune), the best
3-year-old filly in the spring of 2015 whose career
was prematurely interrupted...

After gaining valuable experience in different
organisations, Tangi and Dorothée Saliou took over
the Haras de la Haie Neuve stud farm at the beginning
of 2018. The site was created in the early 1990s, at
the gateway to Brittany. It extends over more than
a hundred hectares, with 90 boxes, while an annex
of 57 ha and 25 boxes was added in 2022. Stallion
station, breeding, preparation for sales: La Haie Neuve
is not lacking in dynamism! In 2025, the stud farm
is home to seven stallions.

A newcomer to Brittany after starting his career in
Correze, Motamarris (Le Havre) is a young stallion
with a rather exceptional model. Placed in the Prix du
Jockey Club (Grl), this horse with a very flattering
coat will have his first 2-year-olds this year. He is
descended from a superb Shadwell family, recently
highlighted by Facteur Cheval (Ribchester).

Still going strong at 20 years old, Montmartre
(Montjeu) is one of the most confirmed jumps sires

in the French stud book. He
has again produced top-class
performers in 2024 such as
Djelo or Kamaro d’Huez,
winner of the Prix Léopold
d’Orsetti — Grande Course de
Haies de Compiegne (Gr3). He
offers breeders a magical cross,
that of Montjeu on Linamix.

Highly confirmed, Anodin
(Anabaa) has seen his career
take off again in Brittany, he who
produces winners every week of
the year. He is notably the sire
of King Gold, winner of the Prix
Maurice de Gheest (Gr1), but also
of Goya Senora, still performing
at 8 years old and still second
in the Prix Kergorlay (Gr2) last
summer. The horse covered
119 mares in 2024.

Ebro River (Galileo Gold)
will have his first yearlings this year. This excellent
2-year-old, winner of the Phoenix Stakes (Gr1) — like
Sioux Nation (Scat Daddy), Zoffany (Dansili), Pedro
the Great (Henrythenavigator), or Caravaggio (Scat
Daddy) —, is certainly the best 2-year-old to have
started his stud career directly in the West. His first
foals, born in 2024, are very promising.

Rubis Vendéme (Galiway) is the result of the cross
of many good horses (Galiway on Kendargent). After
a successful first season at stud in 2024, his foals are
eagerly awaited this year! Lucky Team (Namid) and
Yafta (Dark Angel) were represented by their first
2-year-olds in 2024. Lucky Team is “undefeated”
at stud with one winner... for one runner! This is
Addiction Gagnante, which shows the same toughness
as her sire: seven races, one win and four places! As
for Yafta, he has already produced three individual
winners. This son of the top stallion Dark Angel
transmits his precocity: he opened his account at the

beginning of April!

Bay Bridge

The Haras du Mesnil, located in the Sarthe region
near Le Mans, is a renowned establishment in French
horse breeding. This property has belonged to Henri
Devin’s family since 1850. It was on these lands that
Jean and Elisabeth Couturié, Henri’s grandparents,
bred champions like Right Royal and many others...
Right Royal was a stallion at Mesnil. The Couturiés
were visionaries and were the first to make their stud
farm a commercial enterprise, thus opening it up to
external clients. Joseph Widener, Jean Stern and even
Lord Derby stationed their broodmares there.
Henri and Antonia Devin have successfully taken
over the reins, both in terms of stallion and breeding
activities.

THREE STALLIONS FOR 2025

Currently, the stud farm is home to three stallions,
the star Doctor Dino and the young Telecaster and
Bay Bridge.

A leader on the track and in the sales ring, and the sire
of multiple Grl winners, Doctor Dino (Muhtathir)
needs no introduction. In Deauville, in 2024,
his 2-year-old stores averaged €74,857. This year,
the average for his 3-year-old stores was £98,633
(€117,176) in Great Britain and Ireland, with a top
price of €350,000 at the Derby Sale.
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Bay Bridge (New Bay) will be
entering his second breeding season.
He was a remarkable racehorse.
His victory in the Champion
Stakes (Grl) will notably remain
in the annals. Over the 2,000m at
Ascot, Bay Bridge indeed finished
ahead of five Grl winners: Adayar
(Frankel), the champion Baaeed (Sea
the Stars), Dubai Honour (Pride of
Dubai), Helvic Dream (Power) and
Mac Swiney (New Approach). That
day, Bay Bridge was the first horse
capable of beating Baaeed, who had
been on a 10-race winning streak.
This success, against a top-class field,
was credited with a very high rating.
A grandson of Dubawi, Bay Bridge comes from the
excellent breeding program of James Wigan, and
hails from a good Aga Khan Studs family. His dam
is a sister to Shimrann (Rainbow Quest), winner
of the Prix Eugéne Adam (Gr2). The second dam,
Shemriyna (King of Kings), is a sister to Shamkiyr
(Sea the Stars), who finished second in the Prix du
Jockey Club (Grl) and who traces back to the line of
classic winners Shahrastani (Nijinsky) and Shemaka
(Nishapour). Bay Bridge is an outcross with almost all
of the French jumps broodmare band, being free of
the most common bloodlines in the specialty (Garde
Royale, Cadoudal, Linamix, Monsun...).

Also a high-class competitor, Telecaster (New
Approach) will have his first 3-year-olds on the track
this year. His first crop has remarkable statistics:
he has three individual winners from six horses
that have raced, knowing that he does not have the
profile to “produce” 2-year-olds, having himself only
debuted in the spring of his 3-year-old season. In
total, Telecaster won four races in nine starts, over
2,000m and 2,500m, on good ground as well as heavy
ground. The podium of the Grand Prix de Deauville
has seen many future jumps stallions pass through,
like Jukebox Jury (Montjeu), Getaway (Monsun),
Martaline (Linamix)... and Doctor Dino, Telecaster’s

stable neighbor!
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
